Annex A 1    STUDENT STUDY/PLACEMENTS MOBILITY CONTRACTS: ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

ERASMUS Student Mobility Eligibility Criteria

1.
Eligibility of ERASMUS Students

1.1 Outgoing students

Community funds allocated under the LIFELONG LEARNING PROGRAMME - ERASMUS for students mobility grants, hereafter referred to as grants, shall be provided to students participating in an approved mobility 
programme under the Beneficiary’s Erasmus University Contract, hereinafter called “home institution” to go abroad to pursue eligible activities (see point 3.) at the partner institution in a country participating in the programme distinct from that of the Beneficiary ‑ hereinafter 
called “host institution”.
For each mobility flow, either the home (sending) or the host 
institution must be located in one of the 27 Member State of the 
European Community or the 3 European Economic Area 
(EEA) countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway) or the candidate country (Turkey). 
The students must be fully registered in a higher education institution which holds a EUC, whatever his/her field of study, in order to follow higher education studies leading to a recognised degree or other recognised tertiary level 
qualification, up to and including the level of doctorate.
For student placements the home institution must hold an extended charter.
1.2. Official status
Grants are awarded exclusively to students who are: nationals of a Member State of the European Community or of another country participating in the Lifelong Learning programme or Individuals officially recognised by the sending country as refugees, stateless persons or permanent residents.
1.3 First-year students
For standard student study mobility, the student shall be enrolled at least in the second year of higher education studies.  
For placements this condition does not apply.
1.4 Return to Home Country
A national of a participating country who is temporarily resident in another participating country for the purpose of pursuing a programme of education at a Higher Education Institution shall be eligible to undertake Erasmus mobility to their country of origin, but shall be accorded lowest 
priority in the assessment of applications.  
Home institutions shall draw to the attention of the prospective host 
institution that ‘return to home country’ students are being proposed and shall mention them explicitly in the final report sent to the NA of its country.

2. Eligibility of mobility costs
2.1. Mobility costs to be covered
Grants are intended to offset the additional costs of mobility, i.e. travel costs, foreign language preparation where necessary and a higher cost of living in the host country. Grants are not intended to cover the full costs of study abroad.
2.2. Maximum grant

The maximum grant per student for a full academic year shall be limited to the maximum as per the LIFELONG LEARNING PROGRAMME GENERAL CALL FOR PROPOSALS 2007 (EAC/61/2006) Part II: Administrative and Financial information table 5 a p 26

For study see young people column – 3-12 months (Erasmus Studies)


For placements see young people column – monthly rate



Please note that the rate for placements is higher than the rate for study

2.3. Time spent abroad
For Erasmus study mobility the minimum period is 3 months (not less than one full academic trimester/term) and the maximum duration is 12 months.
For Erasmus placements, the minimum duration is 3 months (IT Sligo) except for short term higher vocational education for which the minimum duration is 2 weeks.  The maximum duration is 12 months. 
Grants are awarded for eligible activities abroad (see point 3) which take place between 1 July and 30 September of the following year.
2.4. Multiple Erasmus (study) periods

During his or her higher education course:
· Each student may receive one grant for a period of study abroad; 

· Each student may receive one grant for a placement abroad:

· The exception agreed under the former Socrates-Erasmus programme for students enrolled in an Erasmus Mundus Joint Masters Course is maintained: they may receive a grant in addition to the one or both mentioned under the two preceding points.

· The total duration of all grants may not exceed 24 months (including the grant for the Erasmus Mundus Joint Master Course).
· The rules apply independently of the fact whether it is a zero-grant student or not.
· Transition period: taking into account the grants awarded under the predecessor programmes  Socrates and Leonardo da Vinci II, the following rules apply:

· If a student has had 2 grants, one grant for a study period under Socrates and one for a placement under Leonardo da Vinci she or he may be awarded a grant for an Erasmus Mundus Masters Course under the LLP;
· If a student has had one grant for a study period under Socrates he or she may be awarded a grant for a placement and a grant for an Erasmus Mundus Masters Course under the LLP:

· If a student has had one grant for a placement under the Leonardo da Vinci II programme she or he may be awarded a grant for a study period and a grant for an Erasmus Mundus Masters Course under the LLP.

However, students may participate in a period of study in different countries, during the approved mobility period, insofar as this forms part of a single course of study under a specific agreement between the home and host institutions within the framework of their Erasmus University Charter. 
The only exception to the ‘no second Erasmus rule’ shall be in the case of a student properly enrolled in a recognised Erasmus Mundus Joint Masters programme who, subject to strict compliance with all other Erasmus regulations, may be considered for a second Erasmus 
grant.
3.
Combination of placement and studies during a single study mobility period.

It is possible to combine a period of placement with a period of study in a single “study” mobility period abroad.  Single period means that: a) the placement must take place under the supervision of the same receiving HEI where the student will carry out his/her study; b) the two activities must take place in consecutive periods.  The grant rates used for the “combined period” are the rates for study.

· The duration of the combined period is between 3 and 12 months. This means that it is possible, for instance to combine 1 month of placement and 2 months of study.

4. Eligible activities abroad
Grants are awarded exclusively for the following activities abroad:
full-time undergraduate or postgraduate studies, including thesis preparation (but excluding research activities not specifically forming part of a course of studies), 

· leading to a recognised diploma or degree, at an EUC  institution; 

· recognised as an integral part of the student’s programme by the Beneficiary’s institution,
· industrial placements, provided that the sending HEI has an extended charter and the host 
enterprise complies with the definition of eligible enterprises. 
· the following types of organisation are not eligible as host organisation:

     
 European Institutions;
 Organisations managing EU programmes (in order to avoid possible conflict of Interests and /or double funding);
The national diplomatic representation (embassy etc.) of the country of the student as defined under point 1.1 outgoing student.
