	DESCRIPTION OF INDIVIDUAL COURSE PROGRAMMES

Course Title:  B.A. in Fine Art 

Course code:  SG 231

Type of Course:  Full-time

Level of Course:  Level 7

Year of study:  2

Objective of course:

The course is aimed both at those who wish to become practicing artists and those who wish to develop and apply their creative and thinking skills to other areas: Art education, Arts administration, Performing and Community Art. The aim is to help students develop their skills of enquiry, research and process that fosters a confidence in their own creative identity. The emphasis of the studio programme in Year 2 changes from defined set projects to more individually tailored and directed research projects as the year progresses.


	Prerequisites: Completion of year 1 or equivalent.

Course content:   Painting 2 Drawing 2  Printmaking 2/Ceramics 2* Digital Lens Based Media 2 and History/Theory of Art 2  Year long Modules
*The student chooses between Ceramics and Printmaking 

Duration: Term 1 (30 credits) or Terms 2 & 3 (30 credits)
Number of Credits allocated: see above

Facilities: The Institute is well equipped with painting and drawing studios and workshops for ceramics, printmaking, plaster work, photography, computing and video production and editing. All students have their own dedicated studio spaces, while all students have access to a well-stocked modern library and to Internet services.
Teaching methods:   Studio-based Projects Lectures, Tutorials, Seminars, Workshops, Visiting Lecture Programme, 

Assessment methods:  Continuous Assessment, Project and Studio based Assessment,

Language of Instruction: English

Qualification awarded: This is year 2 of a 3 year programme.

Admissions requirements: Must have at least 60 ECTS prior to entry on year 2, in a relevant programme of study.

Access to further studies:  On completion of this year and passing your exams, you may apply for year 3.
